North Carolina will be first in the nation to develop an individual education certification system for the early
childhood workforce.

Starting in July, 2008, a limited number of teachers and family child care providers will be able to enter the new
education certification system at no charge. Up to 4,500 participants from the current pool of Child Care WAGES$®
who have worked with children ages 0 — 5 in center or home settings and who have worked in the setting for at
least one year may participate in the pilot at no charge. In addition, a small pool of selected teachers and family
child care home providers from across the state will be certified for free.
